(b)  Additionally Names of prize winners for all the languages shall be displayed on PCRA

(a) Individual prize winners in language categories 'A' and 'B' shall be intimated through post by
Addl. Director (FA) and SLC of respective states as mentioned above.
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Prize winning essays will be the public
property and PCRA is free to make use of
these essays in publicinterest.

Student/teachers whose parents/spouse
are working with PCRA are NOT eligible to
participate. The Participant shall certify
that “Essay is my original work and my
parents/spouse is not working with PCRA”
This certificate should be attached on the
top of the essay.

Letter forwarding the essay should contain

the A-4 size bond paper.

Regional languages shall be displayed on
PCRAwebsite.

. National Level prize in Hindi and English
shall be given away during OGCF function
2010 in New Delhi where as the prizes in
remaining seven languages shall be given
away during state level OGCF valedictory
function 2010 in respective states. Award
money to the winners shall be paid through
Demand Draft along with a certificate. The
award amount and the certificate for the
consolation prize winners in Hindi and
English shall be sent by speed post.

. Awardees invited to attend the OGCF
valedictory function in New Delhi shall be
reimbursed to and fro cost of travel for self
and one additional person on actuals
subject to a maximum of Rs. 2,500/- per
person on submission of photocopy of
proof of travel. Boarding and lodging shall
be paid to the awardees @ Rs. 2,000/- per
awardee for joining the prize distribution
ceremony in New Delhi on submission of
photocopy of proof of stay.
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
